Essential Questions:
1. Is your son or daughter increasing or decreasing in their respect and

responsiveness to mom and/or dad?

2. |s your son or daughter showing signs of spiritual growth or signs of
spiritual stagnation?

3. Is your son or daughter demonstrating a social pattern of being nega-
tively influenced, or being a positive influencer.

4. In the big picture — are you pleased with the overall faith and character
development of your son or daughter? Do you see their heart, their love
for Jesus Christ, as evidenced by their behavior beginning at home —
moving in the right direction?
